9. When and where did Satan meet Eve for the first time?

10. What was the punishment pronounced on Adam and Eve for disobeying God?

11. Briefly state the qualities of the Monk as projected by Chaucer in The Canterbury Tales.

12. “Will God incense His ire.

 For such a petty trespass”.

What according to Satan is a petty trespass?
