19. Case Study (Compulsory)

    In the ashes of the Jallikattu movement, leading trade associations of Tamil Nadu have called for ban of foreign cola drinks, Pepsi and Coca-Cola. Traders Association have started  campaign among traders and consumers about the evils of these multinational brands in the lead-up to March 1. Many hotels, restaurants and shops in Coimbatore and some in Madurai and Trichy have begun boycotting soft drinks sold by MNC brands.  President of Traders association said that the reason for the boycott call is that these companies are exploiting the 
state's water bodies to manufacture aerated drinks, while farmers are facing severe drought and health problems are a big concern, and said they are proposing a boycott of all brands owned by these two companies. To replace them, President of Association hopes that many local brands that had to go into a shell due to the competition unleashed by these MNCs and sustained by their deep pockets — Kalimark, Mappillai Vinayagar Soda company, Torino, among others – will make a comeback. “Many brands that failed to sustain in the competition with these MNCs have started preparations to revive production. However, this self-imposed ban by the traders may help native brands such as Kalimark,” he added. Kalimark is a          100-year-old local brand that manufactures and supplies carbonated and non-carbonated drinks.
