But the exaggerated version of this was given wide
publicity in England and South Africa and the white people in the later country were
influenced against Gandhiji. When he came back to Durban popular feeling ran against
him. The government of Natal prevented the entry of his ship into the port for a few
days and tried to dissuade him from landing.
